The social space is more
flexible and includes the bar and ticket desk and there are other spaces in the building which have potential for
use. Some basic theatre lighting, a small PA system and limited projection facilities are available.

Type of work
Artists, including students, who live or work in the Arts Council England, North East region (County Durham,
Northumberland, Tees Valley, Tyne and Wear) are invited to submit proposals of work for inclusion. These can be
performance, time-based, sound, dance, intervention, durational, and interdisciplinary. Each work submitted
must include a live element in its presentation. If you have any uncertainty about what type of work is eligible,
please feel free to contact us.

Working Relationship
We will aim to:

� Produce your work to the high standard it deserves.

� Conduct all activities in a professional manner.

� Provide you with a contract and a fee for your involvement (sum calculated and allocated according to secured
funding and at the discretion of the steering group after reviewing all submissions.)

� Provide you with technical help in the production of the piece where possible. We therefore need as much
information as is possible for you to provide. We will try to adapt to your needs, but any special requirements
regarding equipment and technical support will need to be negotiated.

Although we will be there as support, you will also need to take responsibility for the get-in and get-out on the
day. This will include being involved in the transportation of your equipment to the venue and setting it up,
taking it down and returning it to where it came from, supported by our staff and volunteers.
